3 fuel samples taken in July failed

(Prague, 9 October 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority monitored the quality of fuels in July 2023. A total of 184 samples were taken and 3 samples of automotive petrol failed to meet the specified quality requirements.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued to monitor the quality of fuels in July 2023. It took 184 samples of fuels at filling stations in the Czech Republic, of which 3 samples of automotive petrol did not meet the quality requirements. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority saw a deterioration in July compared to June, as all fuel samples taken in June were compliant. 

Samples of FAME, diesel fuel blend, diesel fuel B10, diesel fuel high in FAME, paraffinic diesel fuel, bio-CNG, LNG, bio-LNG and ethanol E85 were not taken in July 2023 due to fuel market developments.

Automotive petrol

A total of 74 samples of automotive petrol were collected and inspected by the CTIA in July 2023. Out of this number of samples taken, 3 samples did not meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. The samples inspected did not comply with the quality parameter 'vapour pressure', where the measured value of this quality parameter was 63.9 kPa in one case, and 63.2 kPa in the other case (the maximum value including the measurement uncertainty is 60.9 kPa). A third infringement was detected for the quality parameter 'ethanol', where the measured value of this quality parameter was 5.74 % v/v (maximum value including measurement uncertainty is 5,21 % v/v). The other samples of petrol inspected and analysed met the quality parameters laid down in the technical standard EN 228+A1/Z1/O2 - Motor fuels - Unleaded petrol - Technical requirements and test methods.

Biofuels in fuels 

In the period under review, the content of fatty acid methyl esters was inspected in 89 samples of diesel fuel. The ethanol content of automotive petrol was inspected in 74 samples. Laboratory analyses showed that the permissible upper limit for ethanol content was exceeded in one sample of motor gasoline.
