None of 5 inspected solariums complied with the requirements in České Budějovice 

(České Budějovice, 11 December 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection action focused on the provision of services in tanning salons in České Budějovice. During the event, it carried out a total of 5 inspections of establishments offering consumer services of solariums as appliances for skin treatment using ultraviolet radiation.

Infringements of the obligations of solarium operators were detected in all 5 cases. In particular, the non-compliance with the set limit values for the total effective radiant flux density of the individual tubes used in the inspected appliances. 

All the appliances inspected were banned from use until a remedy is made. Subsequent measurements showed that in three cases remedial action had been taken. In two inspections, repeated breaches of the ban on the use of appliances with defective tubes were found, and only one of the two inspected was subsequently remedied. 

In one case, the ban imposed on the use of the appliances concerned is still in place. These two inspections will be the subject of further administrative proceedings. The remaining three cases were dealt with by imposing on-the-spot orders totalling CZK 15,000.   

"The nature of the deficiencies found may mean a higher risk of skin damage for consumers, which may cause health problems for the consumer if repeatedly exposed to the non-compliant tubes of each appliance for a long period of time. Inspections with the same focus will therefore continue to be carried out by the Inspectorate," says Mgr. Martina Střihavková.
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
