In the first quarter of this year, the CTIA inspected 501 toy models

(Interim report for Q1 2023)
(Prague, 22 June 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority (CTIA) inspected the safety of toys In the domestic market in Q1 2023. It inspected a total of 501 toy models and found administrative deficiencies in 260 models. It reported one toy model to the international alert system Safety Gate as unsafe, which is marketed and sold as "Shaken Bee", model 2152B.
In the first quarter of 2023, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority aimed at the compliance with the requirements of Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, which are detailed in Government Regulation No. 86/2011 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Toys.

Czech Trade Inspection Authority staff carried out a total of 198 inspections (2 manufacturers, 3 EU importers and 193 distributors) intended for children up to 14 years of age, during which they monitored 501 toy models. Inspections of these products focused on toy labelling, accompanying documentation and consumer information. 260 models were found to be administratively deficient:

- 148 x - deficiencies in the identification of the toy manufacturer

- 117 x - deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (completely missing warnings, instructions or cautions)

- 116 x - missing CE conformity marking of products

- 93 x - deficiencies in the identification of the importer

- 71 x - deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (missing warnings, instructions or warnings in the Czech language)

- 69 x - deficiencies in the mandatory marking of the toy with type, serial number or model

In view of the administrative deficiencies found in the toys inspected, during the inspection action, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority officers asked the competent persons to submit the EC Declaration of Conformity for 122 toy models which showed cumulative deficiencies in the accompanying documentation or marking. In 38 cases, the inspected entities provided the proof of conformity of the toy with the requirements of the applicable legislation within the set deadline. In 84 cases the required EC declaration of conformity was not presented to the inspection staff. In the case of missing warning notices, these findings may also affect the safety of the toys offered.

During the first quarter of 2023, one toy model offered and sold as "Crazed Bee", model 2152B, was assessed as dangerous and reported to the Safety Gate alert system (published at https://www.coi.cz/coi-zakazuje-na-trhu-hracku-na-baterie-v-podobe-vcelky-kvuli-olovu/)
Due to violation of Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, CTIA imposed a total of 83 fines for CZK 804,000 in the first quarter of 2023.

The results for the first quarter of 2023 showed ongoing shortcomings in the area of the fulfilment of obligations imposed by the applicable legislation on manufacturers, importers and distributors of toys. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority will continue to inspect toys not only in ordinary stores and marketplaces, but also in online stores, which increasingly offer toys to consumers in the Czech market. 
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
