Extraordinary inspection action at Země živitelka exhibition

(České Budějovice, 1 September 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian and the Vysočina Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection action at the Země živitelka 2023 exhibition.
It carried out a total of 12 inspections during the exhibition, focusing on stand sales of consumer goods such as textiles, handbags and household appliances. In addition, staff inspected refreshment stands, where they focused, for example, on the widely offered sweets, vegetables and wine. Breaches of legislation were found in 6 cases. The most frequent infringement was in the area of information obligations, where the seller did not inform the consumer about the price of the products sold. In two cases, there was a reasonable suspicion of infringement of obligations in the area of technical requirements for products.

"The detected deficiencies for non-compliance with law were addressed by inspectors in the form of an on-site order during 4 inspections. In two cases, if the suspicions of a breach of any legal obligation have been confirmed, the deficiencies will be dealt with in administrative proceedings," said the Director of the Inspection Department of the Inspectorate, Mgr. David Hanousek, MBA.
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
