CTIA carried out an extraordinary inspection action in the centre of Brno

(Brno, 11 September 2023) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Moravian and Zlín Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection action aimed at the compliance with Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, and Act No. 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection against the Harmful Effects of Drugs.

CTIA inspectors carried out a total of eight inspections in the centre of Brno at the Liberty Square and neighbouring streets. In the presence of hired juveniles, they carried out inspection purchases of alcohol, non-alcoholic beverages and food.

Act No. 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection against the Harmful Effects of Drugs, was not breached in any case. Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, was infringed in two establishments. In one case it was the use of an officially uncertified scale within the sale of food (Section 3(1)(d) of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection), in the other case it was the charging of a higher amount for a soft drink (Section 3(1)(c) of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection).

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed two on-the-spot fines of CZK 2,000 for non-compliance with the law.
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
