Seized counterfeit clothes and shoes help boys from the educational institute in Žďár nad Sázavou

(České Budějovice, 19 October 2023) Last week, representatives of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority Inspectorate of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions handed over one hundred and twenty items of clothing seized during counterfeit inspections to boys from the Velké Meziříčí Educational Institute in Žďár nad Sázavou. 

Last year, inspectors from the Czech Antimonopoly Office found almost 36,500 pieces of counterfeit goods with a value of almost CZK 81 million during inspections of the compliance with the ban on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights throughout the Czech Republic. In the second quarter of this year alone, more than 10,000 counterfeits with a value of originals amounting to CZK 23 million were seized in the Czech Republic. The majority of these were counterfeit garments and textiles of well-known trademarks, and to a lesser extent imitations of toys, watches, eyeglasses, jewellery or footwear. Products that do not comply with specific legal provisions and have been subject to a final decision to forfeit or seize them are subsequently destroyed or, after modification, can be used for humanitarian purposes.

"Last week, we handed over one hundred and twenty items of clothing such as jackets, T-shirts, sweatshirts and shoes to boys from the Educational Institute, primary school, secondary school and the Educational Care Centre in Velké Meziříčí, a workplace in Žďár nad Sázavou. These are products that were illegally marked with trademarks of well-known brands, and it was decided to forfeit them in the administrative proceedings. After the removal of the elements infringing intellectual property rights, the clients of the institute will be able to use them," says Mgr.Martina Střihavková, the Director of the CTIA Regional Inspectorate of the South Bohemian and Vysočina Regions. 

The Czech Trade Inspection has a contract with the Educational Institute Velké Meziříčí, Žďár nad Sázavou, for the provision of products or goods for humanitarian purposes. Clothing and footwear provided under this contract may help some clients to address their social situation.

The Educational Institute, Primary School, Secondary School and Educational Care Centre Velké Meziříčí, Žďár nad Sázavou, provides care for boys aged 15 to 18 who find themselves in a difficult situation and enables them, among other things, to study at public schools. 
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
