The Czech Trade Inspection Authority seized 8,125 counterfeit products worth more than CZK 10.5 million in the third quarter

(Prague, December 10, 2024) During the third quarter, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on inspections of compliance with the ban on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights and compliance with obligations arising from other legislation under the authority of the CTIA. It carried out 124 inspections, of which it found violations of the prohibition on offering, selling and storing products infringing certain intellectual property rights in 45 inspections.
All regional inspectorates of the CTIA were involved in the action aimed at checking compliance with Section 8 of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on consumer protection, and 4 inspections were carried out in cooperation with the Trade Licensing Office. In the period from 1 July to 30 September 2024, a total of 124 inspections were carried out as part of the control action 

and 84 inspections revealed violations of legal regulations. This represents 67.74% of the total number of inspections. Of these, 45 inspections recorded violations of the prohibition of offering for sale, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights, which in percentage terms represents 36.29% of the total number of inspections.

In the period under review, a total of 8,125 products were seized and stored out of the reach of the persons inspected, which, in the value quantified in original prices, represents CZK 10,526,917. In accordance with Section 7b of Act No 64/1986 Coll., on the Czech Trade Inspection, the seized products were stored out of reach of the persons inspected. Products that are finally decided to be forfeited or seized will subsequently be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes.

Other violations were in the vast majority of cases related to the Consumer Protection Act.

During the reporting period, a major control action was carried out at the market in Hřensko, where more than CZK 7 million worth of original products were seized.
A total of 92 fines worth CZK 1 608 000 came into force as a result of infringements of legal regulations detected in connection with the control action in the period from 1 July to 30 September 2024. In the period under review , 56 fines totalling CZK 1 393 000 came into force as a direct result of breaches of Section 8 of the Consumer Protection Act .
In terms of product range, most of the seized products belonged to the group of toy goods.
