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Recommendations of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority when purchasing highway vignettes in 2026
(Prague, January 29, 2026) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority recommends using official sales points in the Czech Republic to pay the time-based fee for using toll roads (electronic highway vignettes), which drivers can purchase on the edalnice.cz website (the official e-shop of the Czech state). These points of sale do not charge any additional fees. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority also warns of websites that offer payment for electronic vignettes, but buyers must expect additional fees charged by the operators of these websites for mediating payments or for other activities. Similar practices exist in other Central European countries.
Therefore, if consumers decide to use a different seller, they should be aware that the final price usually consists of the price of the vignette itself and the seller's commission for mediation. Sellers must inform consumers in advance of the amount of these fees and the total sale price. Before any purchase, it is also important that consumers check the website carefully and verify who the website operator is (to ensure that it is not an anonymous seller) and what the final price will be.
We therefore recommend that consumers check in advance from an official source what the fees are in the country they plan to visit when purchasing toll vignettes for a specific time period.
